for local law enforcement 

to determine whether they 

want to pursue criminal 

charges for those activi-

ties. In addition to the 

potential exposure for 

criminal charges, if a bin-

go licensee hosts a Texas 

Hold’em game, poker 

game, casino night, or any 

other type of fundraiser, 

or allows any other organ-

ization to host such games 

on the licensee’s premises, 

it puts the bingo or hall li-

censee at risk for discipli-

nary actions such as      sus-

pensions, fines, or revoca-

tion of their license. Before 

you engage in any activity 

that may jeopardize your 

bingo license, please con-

tact 573-526-5370 or toll 

free at 866-801-8643 to ensure 

that you are not risking your 

license by unknowingly en-

gaging in  illegal activity.  

Illegal gambling – The 

Missouri Gaming Com-

mission has regulatory 

responsibility and authori-

ty over bingo licensees. 

We note that some organ-

izations may feel frustra-

tion if they see other   

organizations who are not 

bingo licensees hosting 

Texas Hold’em tourna-

ments, casino nights, or 

other types of promotions.
